Excursion, Bird Watching, Coastal Birding Tours, 
Klipgat Cave - an echo of early man, Walks & 
Hikes, Lady Stanford River Cruise (additional cost). 
The beautifully kept horse stables and outdoor play 
area with rabbits, ducks and other friendly farm  
animals provides children with hours of  
entertainment and facilitated educational activities.
