GETTING TO PAROS AND NAXOS

As with any Greek island, the best way of reaching Paros and Naxos
is to make your way first to Athens, an ancient destination that needs
little introduction and deserves a few days exploring itself.

Transcontinental flights arrive and depart from the capital each day
and the airport serves as a crucial hub for exploring the many islands
of the Aegean Sea.

Direct seasonal flights operate from Athens to Paros and Naxos, with
a journey time of approximately 45 minutes. 

There are also private options available via boat or helicopter from
Athens, Mykonos, and Santorini.
